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South Melbourne Market

South Melbourne Market is Melbourne’s oldest market still operating in the
same location, having been established in 1867. It has undergone continuous
refurbishment since the 1970s, when the roof-top car park was added. More
recently work has commenced on the Cecil Street food precinct, which will
include more food stalls and cafes. If you need a pick-me-up before you start
shopping, head to Rita’s Nuts and Coffee (Stall 18) for a caffeine fix and the
chance to choose from her vast array of dried fruits, nuts, pulses and flours.
Deli-wise, Pickadeli (Stall 4-5) is the leader of the pack for quality, though
Emerald Deli (Stall 23-24) is hot on their heels with their own cheese room.
Aptus Seafood (Stall 25) is the place to buy fresh fish at this market, and Fritz
Gelato (Shop 2) offers organic doughnuts, coffee and an outstanding array of
gelati. W.B. Smith (Stall 114-115) sells every bit of kitchen equipment you
might ever need. Store 6 has your take-home needs covered with tasty
lasagnes, soups, scrumptious cakes and curries. For fruit and vegetables, The
Potato Man (Stall 50) does exactly as his name suggests, selling the widest
range of potatoes, while South Melbourne Market Organics (Stall 51-52) has
an oustanding array of fresh produce, plus breads, groceries and dairy items.
